To the greatest extent possibie, Alberta will strive for consistency of fees with other
programs, particularly those in adjacent provinces. Financial modeling will also be
completed to determine the level of fees that are appropriate for the proposed program,
relative to specific circumstances in Alberta.

Material Collection

Under the existing HHW Program, municipalities operate HHW roundups and permanent
collection depots throughout the province. It is anticipated that existing collection
practices will continue as usual for HHW material other than paint.

Under the paint stewardship program:
1. Additional paint collection sites or round-ups may be developed to ensure equitable
service throughout Alberta
2. There may be some modifications made to existing paint collection procedures so
that paint is recovered in a manner that facilitates recycling and resource recovery
a. Discontinue on-site bulking at collection sites in order to improve quality
control for recycling and resource recovery
b. Introduce a reusable bin system to collect the paint
3. There may be a need to provide funding te paint collection sites to help offset
incremental costs of paint collection

Material Management

Paint: Under the existing HHW Program, latex and oil-based paints are consolidated at
collection sites or at hazardous waste management facilities, then sent for disposal at
SHTC. Under a paint stewardship program, paint will be directed away from SHTC
wherever feasible, and managed differently to improve resource recovery and recycling.

The following will be considered:
1. Introduce latex paint recycling:
a. Direct un-bulked latex paint to central facility for sorting by quaiity and colour
to aid in producing a recycled paint product
b. Direct unusable latex liquids and solids to cement/concrete production
options
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2. Consider options for oil-based paint, including:
a. Processing into recycled paint
b. Solvent recovery for asphalt production
¢. Fuel blending (energy recovery)

Aerosols: The system for managing paint aerosols will be reviewed, but is anticipated to
continue as specialized processing (current practice).

Empty paint containers: All applicable containers will be part of the program and will be
recycled to the greatest extent possible.

Note: The remainder of HHW material will continue to be collected and processed as
usual under the existing HHW Program.

Program Management

ARMA will be delegated by the Government of Alberta to manage the program under its
multi-material structure. ARMA will work with municipalities, industry and other
stakeholders, and with other provincial programs, to maximize consistency amongst
programs and to ensure efficient and effective program delivery.

ARMA operates at arms-length from government but is accountable to the Minister of

Environment, including:

1. A Memorandum of Understanding with the Minister, outlining the government’s
expectations about roles, responsibilities, duties, functions, standard of care, policy
direction and performance expectations

2. Submission of Business Plans and Annual Reports, with audited financial
statements, to AENV on an annual basis

3. Being subject to the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act

4. A government representative (voting member) on the ARMA Board of Directors

As part of the program:

1. A variety of targets and performance measures will be established (e.g., percent of
waste paint recovered, amount of material diverted from landfill, percentage of
collected material reused/recycled/recovered, program efficiency, accessibility to
users, participation rate, public awareness and satisfaction)

2. Education and awareness will be key (e.g., toli free phone number, website, point-of-
purchase information, consumer awareness surveys, media events, advertising
campaigns, reduction and reuse options)

3. Annual program reviews will be conducted to ensure all stakehoiders have an
effective means to provide input into the program
